The 2011-12 Rep. Minor Hockey play-offs are underway and this notice is being sent out to all W.O.A.A. centres so that all officials are aware of procedures and/or rules to be followed for the Rep. play-offs.

OVERTIME:  O.M.H.A. REGULATION NO. 9.0:

Any odd game series shall be decided on a points system, two points for a win, one point for a tie.  Where the score is tied at the end of regulation time in any game in such a series, there shall be a rest period after which the teams will not change ends and play one ten minute sudden victory overtime period, unless further overtime is ordered through the O.M.H.A. Executive Director.  If further overtime is ordered, there shall be a rest period prior to each extra overtime periods after which the teams will change ends before playing the extra overtime period.

All overtime period shall be sudden victory, stop time and shall be 10 minutes in length.  Not more than three overtime period will be played in any game unless ordered by the W.O.A.A. Minor Hockey Chair.

TIME OUTS:
In all W.O.A.A./O.M.H.A. play-off games (including Novice), one 30 second time out per team, per game is permitted.

GM20 & GM21 PENALTY CODES---ABUSE OF OFFICIALS:

· If a player or team official is ejected for continually disputing a call (especially after a bench minor for unsportsmanlike conduct has been assessed) BUT IS NOT USING PROFANE OR ABUSIVE LANGUAGE, then the GM20 penalty MUST be assessed.

· If a player or team officials is ejected for continually disputing a call (especially after a bench minor for unsportsmanlike conduct has been assessed) AND IS USING PROFANE AND/OR ABUSIVE LANGUAGE, then the GM21 penalty MUST be assessed.

Note:  When assessing either of the above penalties, please be sure to assess the correct one.  There is a big difference in the length of the suspensions.
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
