WOAA Round Robin Rules for Novice Play-offs 2011

2 points will be awarded for a win in regulation time or overtime.

1 point will be awarded for a tie after 10 minute overtime.

0 points for a loss, whether in regulation or overtime.

Round Robin Standings (two of the three teams advance to next round)

- use only head to head games 

          -     team with most points places higher

· team with most wins places higher

· team with best goal percentage using GF/(GF+GA)

-repeat using all round robin games

When two teams are tied after the round robin

-If 2 teams are tied for first place the above tie breaker will determine 1st and 2nd and both teams advance to next round

- If 2 teams are tied for 2nd and 3rd place after the round robin play, they will have a 1 game playoff to see who will move on to the next round.  This game must have a winner.  The team higher using the tie breaking method as described will host this game.   Home team must be able to provide ice time no later than deadline set by the Convenor (March 17) for 1 game playoff.  If unable to do so the other team will host the game. (teams must be prepared to play this game through the week if necessary.)

When all three teams are tied after the round robin

- If all 3 teams are tied in points after the round robin play then the highest ranked team using the tiebreaker will place first and the remaining two teams will have a one game playoff.  This game must have a winner.  The team higher using the tie breaking method as described will host the game if icetime can be obtained within the time frame set out by the Convenor (March 17).  If unable to do so the other team will host the game. (teams must be prepared to play this game through the week if necessary.)
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
